Ozet

Bu calismada, kisi basina dugen elektrik tuketimi ile kisi basina digen milli gelir
arasinda uzun dénemli iliski olup olmadigi belirlenmeye ¢alisiimistir. Bu amaca
yonelik olarak 1960-2010 dénemi icin 19 OECD (ilkesine ait veriler kullaniimis-
tir. Incelenen degiskenler arasindaki iliski esbiitiinlesme testleri (Engle-Granger,
Johansen Apax ve erace) ile arastinimis ve elde edilen sonuglar degerlendirilmig-
tir. Ayrica degiskenler arasindaki iliskinin yonunu belirlemek, geligtirilecek ener-
ji politikalari igin 6nemli oldugundan Granger nedensellik analizi uygulanmistir.
Sonug olarak arasinda EG testine gore 19 OECD (lkesinin deg@iskenleri arasinda
esbitiinlesme iliskisi yokken Amax ve Atrace testlerine gore Portekiz'de elektrik tu-
ketiminden gelire dogru ve Liksemburg’da ise gelirden elektrik tiketiminde dog-
ru uzun dénemli egbltinlesme iligkisinin oldugu goérilmistar.
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The Relationship Between Electricity
Consumption and Income in OECD Countries:
Cointegration Tests

Abstract

In this study, the relationship between the variables, studied by using data of 19
OECD countries for the period 1960-2010 to determine whether there is a long
term relationship between national income per person and electricity consump-
tion per person, was examined through cointegration tests (Engle-Granger, Jo-
hansen Amax and erace) and the results were assessed. Furthermore, in order to
ascertain the direction of the relationship between the variables, Granger causa-
lity analysis was applied. In conclusion, according to EG test, while there was no
cointegration relationship between the variables of 19 OECD countries, accor-
ding to Amax and Agace tests, it was observed that there was a long term cointeg-
ration relationship from electricity consumption towards income in Portugal, but
in Luxembourg the reverse was the case.
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
